Basbakan Shri Narendra Modi, 4 Haziran 2020'de Avustralya Basbakani Sn. Scott
Morrison ile Hindistan-Avustralya Sanal Zirvesi'ni gergeklestiricek. Avustralya
Basbakani'nin Hindistan'l ziyaret tarihleri netlestirilmis olmasina ragmen sézkonusu
ziyaret gercelestirilemedi. Ayni zamanda "Sanal Zirve" yapilmasi da kararlastirildi. Bu,
Basbakan Modi'nin diizenleyecegi ilk "ikili Sanal Zirve" idi, ki bu da Avustralya ile olan
iliskilerin g¢clenmesini ve yukselen bir gidisati isaret ediyor.

2. iki Basbakan daha 6énce 6 Nisan 2020'de telefon gérismesi yapmis ve burada
birbirlerinin Ulkesinde mahsur kalan vatandaslara kolaylik ve destek de dahil olmak
izere devam eden COVID-19'u tartismislardi. iki Gilke arasindaki baglara énemli katkida
bulunan bir Hint diasporasi var. Telefon gérismesi sirasinda Basbakan Scott Morrison,
Hint toplulugundan ve &zellikle Hintli égrencilerin Avustralya toplumunun enerjik bir
parcasi olarak degerlendiriimesinden soz etti.

3. Hindistan ve Avustralya istikrarli bir sekilde buytyen son derece dostane ve sicak
iliskilere sahip iki Ulkedir.

4. iki Ulke arasindaki Stratejik Ortaklik, Basbakan Tony Abbott'un Eylil 2014'te
Hindistan'a yaptigl ziyaret ve Basbakan Modi'nin Kasim 2014'te Avustralya'ya yaptig
ziyaretle glclendirildi. Avustralya ile Hindistan arasindaki Guvenlik isbirligi Cercevesi
Kasim 2014'te imzalandi Basbakan Modi'nin Avustralya'yl ziyareti sirasinda iki ulke
arasinda yogunlastirilmis dis politika, savunma ve gulvenlik politikasi aligverisinin
temelini atti. O zamandan bu yana, kurumsal diyalogun saglanabilmesi icin duzenli
toplantilar yapiimaktadir.

5. Ust duzey etkilesimler de devam etmistir. Basbakan Malcolm Turnbull, Nisan 2017'de
Hindistan'l ziyaret etmis; Avustralya Genel Valisi Uluslararasi Gunes ittifaki'nin kurucu
Zirvesine katilmak i¢cin Mart 2018'de Hindistan'l ziyaret etmis ve Rashtrapatiji Kasim
2018'de Avustralya'ya tarihi bir ziyaret gerceklestirmistir. Basbakan Modi ve Basbakan
Morrison son bir buguk yil boyunca dort kez bir araya gelmistir; Singapur'daki Dogu
Asya Zirvesi oturum araliklarinda (14 Kasim 2018), Osaka'daki G20 oturum aralarinda
(29 Haziran 2019), Biarritz'deki G7 Zirvesi marjlarinda (25 Agustos 2019) ve Bangkok'taki
Dogu Asya Zirvesi marjlarinda (04 Kasim 2019).



6. Ekonomik katihm artiyor. 2018-19 yillari arasinda iki Ulke arasindaki ticaret yaklasik
21 milyar dolardi. Avustralya’nin Hindistan'daki kimulatif yatirimi yaklasik 10,74 milyar
ABD dolari, Hindistanin Avustralya'daki toplam yatirimi ise 10,45 milyar ABD dolaridir.
Avustralya Stper Emeklilik Fonu, Hindistan'in Ulusal Yatirim ve Altyapi Fonu'na 1 milyar
ABD dolari yatinm yapmistir. iki tlke yatirnmlarini artirmayi ve birbirleriyle ticaret
yapmay! dasunmektedirler.

7. iki demokratik tlke olarak, Hindistan ve Avustralya, birbirlerinin bélgesel ve kiresel
meselelere bakis acilarina anlayisla yaklasmaktadirlar. Ozgir, acik, kapsayic ve
mureffeh bir Hint-Pasifik icin ortak bir yaklasim gelistirdik.

8. Avustralya, Hindistan'in ISA, CDRI ve Hint-Pasifik Okyanuslari Girisimi (IPOIl) gibi
kuresel girisimlerini destekledi. Avustralya Hindistan'in genisletilmis Birlesmis Milletler
Guvenlik Konseyi'ne (UNSC) uyeligini desteklemektedir. Yakin gecmiste Avustralya,
Avustralya Grubu Uyeligimize ve Wassenaar Duzenlemesi'ne destek verdi ve
Hindistan'in NSG uyeligini destekledi.

9. Sanal Zirve, iki liderin iliskileri daha genis cerceveden degerlendirmeleri, Hindistan ve
Avustralya arasindaki buyuyen baglari gézden gecirmeleri ve COVID-19 salgina karsi
verdikleri mUcadeleyi tartismalari igin iyi bir firsat olacaktir.
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Virtual Summit between Prime Minister Narendra
Modi and Prime Minister Scott Morrison of

Australia on 4th June 2020

June 03, 2020

Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi will be holding India-Australia Virtual Summit with
Prime Minister Mr. Scott Morrison on 4th June 2020. Dates for the visit of Prime
Minister of Australia, Scott Morrison to India this year had been finalised, but the visit
could not take place. It was also agreed to hold a "Virtual Summit”. This is the first time
that Prime Minister Modi will be holding a "Bilateral Virtual Summit”, this signifies the
strengthening of ties with Australia and its upward trajectory.

2. The two Prime Ministers earlier had a telephonic conversation on 6th April 2020,
where they discussed the ongoing COVID-19, including facilitation and support for
citizens stranded in each other’s country. There is an Indian Diaspora, which has
contributed significantly to the linkages between the two countries. During the



telephonic conversation, PM Scott Morrison spoke of the Indian community, including
Indian students being valued as a vibrant part of the Australian society.

3. India and Australia have very warm and friendly relations, which have been
expanding and growing steadily.

4. The Strategic Partnership between the two countries was strengthened in 2014 - with
the visit of Prime Minister Tony Abbott to India in September 2014, and the visit of PM
Modi to Australia in November 2014. Framework for Security Cooperation between
Australia and India signed in November 2014 during the visit of PM Modi to Australia
laid the foundation for intensified foreign, defence and security policy exchanges
between the two countries. Since then, regular meetings of the institutional dialogues
have been taking place.

5. High-level interactions have also continued. Prime Minister Malcolm Turnbull, visited
India in April 2017; the Governor General of Australia visited India in March 2018 to
attend the founding Summit of the International Solar Alliance and Rashtrapatiji made
a historic visit to Australia in November 2018. PM Modi and PM Morrison have met four
times during the last one and half years - on the sidelines of EAS in Singapore (14
November 2018), on the sidelines of G20 in Osaka (29 June 2019), on the margins of G7
Summit in Biarritz (25 August 2019) and on the margins of EAS in Bangkok (04
November 2019).

6. Economic engagement has been growing. In 2018-19, the trade between the two
countries was around US$ 21 billion. Australia’s cumulative investment in India is about
US$ 10.74 billion whereas India’s total investment in Australia is US$ 10.45 billion.
AustralianSuper Pension Fund has invested US$ 1 billion in India’s National Investment
and Infrastructure Fund. The two countries are looking at stepping up investments and
trade with each other.

7. As two democratic nations, India and Australia have developed an understanding of
each other’s perspectives on regional and global issues. We have a shared approach to
a free, open, inclusive, and prosperous Indo-Pacific.

8. Australia has supported India’s global initiatives such as ISA, CDRI and Indo-Pacific
Oceans' Initiative (IPOI). Australia supports India’s membership of an expanded United
Nations Security Council (UNSC). In the recent past, Australia supported our
membership for Australia Group, and Wassenaar Arrangement and favours India’s
membership of NSG.



9. The Virtual Summit will be an opportunity for the two leaders to review the broad
framework of the relationship, in the context of growing ties between India and
Australia, and to discuss their respective responses to the COVID-19 pandemic.
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
